Position Title: Sea Grant Watercraft Inspector Coordinator

Duties: Coordinate the activities of nine Sea Grant watercraft inspectors on Lake Michigan (6) and Lake Superior (3). The coordinator will primarily work in the Lake Michigan basin, but will coordinate the schedules and activities of the Lake Superior inspectors as well. The coordinator is expected to attend watercraft inspection training. The position headquarters will be Manitowoc, Wisconsin.
Watercraft inspectors travel to boat ramps in the surrounding area to teach anglers and boaters how to prevent the spread of Aquatic Invasive Species. In addition to conversing with boaters, watercraft inspectors issue informational brochures and other educational materials. The inspectors are responsible for accurately completing daily data sheets and submitting the sheets monthly for review and compilation. 

Wisconsin Sea Grant Advisory Services hires inspectors to work from late May to early September. Inspectors work on holidays and weekends Friday through Sunday. The coordinator will handle scheduling and oversight of the inspectors, assist with collection of time sheets, data sheets, and distribution and collection of supplies. A vehicle will be provided or the coordinator will be reimbursed for mileage.
The coordinator will assist the WI DNR in posting of AIS signage at access ramps and may be asked to attend statewide meetings to discuss the progress of the inspection program. The coordinator will also be expected to participate in overall planning of watercraft inspection efforts in the Wisconsin Great Lakes drainage basin. 
Qualifications and Experience: Ability to work with minimal supervision, experience working with the public and scheduling personnel required. Knowledge of Aquatic Invasive Species, a bachelor’s degree and familiarity with Excel and Word programs are desirable.
This is a 50% time, eight-month limited term appointment extending from March through September 2011.
